Jeho podpora
Geskych studentl a spoluprace s archeology
z Archeologického Ustavu v Praze je v§eobec-
né znama. Méné znamé jsou jeho rliznorodé
aktivity béhem vice nez 25 let Zivota v Ces-
ké republice. Vyhodny kurz britské a Ceské
mény mu dovolil koupit nékolik zanedbanych
nemovitosti. Jako skute¢ny profesional vzdy
zahajil renovaci archeologickym vyzkumem.
Nasledoval stavebné historicky prizkum, za-
méfeni a hledani archivniho materialu. Pat se

také ukazal byt velmi zruénym zednikem, za-
hradnikem, malifem, truhlafem... To vSe s pfi-
slusnou britskou kvalitou (¢asto narazejici na
Ceské zaludnosti, jako jsou ohebné hrebiky,
kfiva podlahova prkna atd.) a formou. Typicky
je napriklad krb, ktery navrhl a postavil v roce
2002 ve svém sidle v byvalé kapli sv. Jana ve
Svihové, s dlazbou z cihel ve skladbé typu
Lrybi kost“. Patova prace na této plvodné
gotické $pitalni kapli z doby po roce 1300,
ktera byla po roce 1788 prestavéna na obydli,
zanechava zivou stopu v narodnim kulturnim
dédictvi.

Toto dédictvi zahrnuje také tlusté Sanony foto-
grafii, diapozitivQ, plany kreslené tusi na pau-
zovacim papire, v€etné ru¢né kolorovanych,
sbirky knih, pohlednic, exlibris, anglické bloky
s milimetrovym papirem v palcich a pasma
a vytyCky s méfitkem ve stopach... a vese-
Ié vzpominky na zivot, ktery tento ,maly velky
muz“ dokazal u€init mnohem zajimaveéjsim.

S Patovym umrtim 17. ledna 2020 pfisla Staleta
Praha o korektury preklad( od vzacného rodilé-
ho dzentimena, pro jehoz zivot plati vyrok, ktery
sam tak Casto pouzival: Good job done!
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British archaeologist who fell in love with wild
Hebrides and mild Bohemia. His support of
Czech students and cooperation with archaeo-
logists of The Archaeological Institute in Prague
is generally known. Less known are his diverse
activities during more than 25 years of life in
the Czech Republic. Due to the convenient rate
of British and Czech currency he could afford
to buy a couple of neglected properties. As
a true professional he always started the reno-
vation with archaeological excavation. Building
history survey followed with general survey of
the building and search
for archive material. Pat
also proved to be a very
skilled bricklayer, land-
scape gardener, painter,
woodworker... All that with
appropriate British quality
(often hitting the buffers of
the Czech ways, such as
bendable nails, unstraight
floor planks etc.) and form,
such as the "herringbone
pattern" of bricks in front
of the fireplace he designed and built in the
chapel in Svihov. Pat's work on this originally
post 1300 Gothic hospital chapel, converted to
a dwelling after 1788, leaves a living imprint in
national cultural heritage.

The patrimony also covers thick files of photo-
graphs, slides, ink drawings on trace, several of
them hand-coloured, collections of books, po-
stcards, ex-libris, imperial pads of inch graph
paper and feet/inches fiber tapes and ranging
poles... and jolly memories of life, which this
"Little Big Man" made much more interesting.
With Pat's passing away on the 17™ January
2020 The Centennial Prague is missing the co-
rrections of the translations by this rare native
gentleman. There is a statement to his life that
he himself used so often: Good job done!
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
